Youngsters learn about one of the most imaginative methods of escape from slavery, via the Underground Railroad.  This plan, devised by Henry “Box” Brown, called for him to mail himself to freedom.  Fundamentals of letter writing and the U.S. mail are presented in a lively and interactive fashion.  Students are also engaged in activities that show the clever ways and means runaway slave were assisted in their quest to flee slavery and find freedom.
A North Pole Adventurer

North Pole Explorer Matthew Henson of Charles County Maryland is introduced in this activity.  Pre-School and Kindergarten children explore the scene in the Museum that depicts a polar bear, dog sled, Eskimos and other features of the arctic environment.  They draw conclusions about climate, dress, and people.

“In Search of”

This lively tour sends pre-schoolers on a discovery mission to find colors, shapes, animals, and other images embedded in the rich history that surrounds them.

“The Ancients.” This activity takes youngsters on a journey to discover interesting facts about the people displayed in the Ancient Africa Room.  Dressed in splendid attire, Queen Ann Nzingha, Chaka Zulu, Queen Makeda, and many other “ancients” are there to greet the students and help them learn about a long, long ago time.

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SCHOOL PROGRAM STUDY TOURS.  The Study Tours Program is designed to expand the museum tours for school age students in grades kindergarten through high school.  The program is implemented through a curriculum that is written to teach students about the contributions that people of African descent have made throughout the history of our country and the world.  The activities are held prior to a tour of the exhibits at the museum.  Disciplines included are Language Arts, Social Studies, Science, and Geography.  Each class visit is two hours.  The lessons are taught by a trained museum educator in a classroom setting for an hour and conclude with the tour of the museum to see statues of persons who were the center of discussion in the classroom.  This experience adds greater knowledge, understanding, and appreciation of African American history and culture for the students.  The content of the study tours is aligned with the Maryland State Department of Education Common Core Standards.
EXTENDED TOURS
We also provide Extended Tours of other Historical Sites in Baltimore Maryland area.
AUDIO TOUR GUIDE PROGRAM provides a pre-recorded, structured learning format for individual and groups tours.  The “Voices of History” Guide features a general overview targeting adults and grades 6 – 12, a Children’s Guide for grades k -6, a Descriptive Guide for the visually impaired. The Group Tour System has teacher and group leader feedback capability.
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PROFESSIONAL DEVELOMENT FOR TEACHERS
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PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT WORKSHOPS:

The Museum offers an array of professional development workshops which focus on innovative techniques for preparing students for a visit to The National Great Blacks In Wax Museum.  Opportunities are provided for teachers to practice the strategies presented, gain experience using the Museum as an interactive tool to promote rich dialogue and positive teacher-student interaction, and integrate museum collections and content into curricular activities.  Participants also learn about the educational benefits to be derived from the Museum’s block-long, 120,000 square foot expansion to be completed in 2017.
History Alive!  Takes Teachers on a behind the scenes tour of The National Great Blacks In Wax Museum.  They learn about the philosophy behind the creation of some of the scenes and in the process develop insights on how to get the most from the history and compelling stories highlighted in this one-of-a-kind cultural attraction.

“LEARNING FROM EXHIBITS” integrates museum content into curricular activities.  Presentations and exercises cover an array of innovative techniques for teachers to prepare students for their museum visit.  Teachers practice the strategies presented and gain experience using the Museum as an interactive tool to generate rich dialogue and positive teacher-student interaction.
“TEACHING SENSITIVE ISSUES OF BLACK HISTORY: A STEP BY STEP APPROACH” presents methods for introducing the harsher sides of history, such as slavery and lynching, to initiate and cultivate classroom discussion, historical perspective, and analysis.

COMMUNITY and SCHOOL PROGRAMS
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THE JUNIOR GUIDE PROGRAM, a component of the YOUTH SUMMER INTERNSHIP PROGRAM, prepares students to become tour guides. Components of the program include effective speaking techniques, conflict resolution strategies, and techniques for presenting the history featured in the Museum.  The curriculum is enhanced by guest speakers and a practicum of onsite visits to African American landmarks around the city and to tourism development offices and programs.  The aim is to immerse high school students, from the City of Baltimore, in behind – the – scenes details and administrative duties required to maintain daily operations and exhibit development. In addition, students receive museum assignments and apply conflict resolution and professional decorum skills as they interface with thousands of summer visitors.  This six-weeks program instills self esteem, academic excellence, and professional acumen. 
COLLEGIATE INTERNSHIP PROGRAM coordinates adults with undergraduate or graduate status with the Museum’s advanced administrative or special project opportunities to fulfill college credit hour standards and the Museum’s departmental goals.  Semester or year long internships are available, including summer programs.
SERVICE LEARNING PROGRAM
